Targeted Medical Review Implemented

= 2018 Therapy Cap for physical therapy/speech-language pathology
combined WAS $2,010; Hard cap repealed February 9, 2018

= However, no therapy cap does not mean no limit for treatment

= Once Medicare Part B beneficiary has reached $2,010 billing from
combined PT and SLP services, SLP is required to affix the KX modifier
to the claim

= KX modifier attests that provision of SLP therapy continues to be
medically necessary skilled treatment

= Biling above a threshold of $3,000 for combined PT and SLP services
may be targeted by CMS for a medical review of records
